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APPENDIX F: NATIONAL POLLUTION 
DISCHARGE ELIMINATION SYSTEM PHASE II 

INFORMATION 
 
Phase II of the NPDES program covers surface water systems in Urban Areas with 
populations between 10,000 and 100,000, Portions of the Reservation, have UA 
designations from the Year 2000 census, as shown on Map 8-7.  The UA designations, 
based on existing residential population and census tract boundaries, encompass four sub-
areas: Waterworks Road, Tulalip Bay, Priest Point, and Quil Ceda Creek watershed. The 
following are descriptions of the four subareas:  
 
• Waterworks Road 

This area is a sparsely populated and primarily non-Tribally owned area. The Tulalip 
Tribes has a storm drain system for a residential subdivision and several 
governmental buildings at the southern end of this subarea. This subarea consists 
primarily of surface ditches, and also includes a storm water pond just off Marine 
Drive. Waterworks Road and the associated ditches on either side of the road convey 
storm water across Marine Drive to the Tulalip Bay area.  

 
• Tulalip Bay 

There are several drainages within the Tulalip Bay area, including Tulalip Creek, 
Battle Creek, and several small drainages. Another drainage system element in the 
Tulalip Bay area includes the road drainage system for Marine Drive. Tulalip Bay is 
connected to Priest Point by Marine Drive, which has a NPDES Phase I program – 
another EPA requirement. The largely uninhabited area between Tulalip Bay and 
Priest Point contains a storm water detention pond off Marine Drive near 8th Avenue 
NW, which is operated by the County. 

 
• Priest Point 

Priest Point, located at the southern tip of the Tulalip Reservation, is characterized 
primarily by non-Tribal members owned fee lands, with moderate residential 
densities averaging from about one to five dwelling units per acre. The Tulalip Tribes 
neither own nor operate any Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4s) in the 
Priest Point area.  There is an unnamed creek in the Priest Point area.  Marine Drive 
connects Priest Point to the southeastern corner of the Reservation. The County’s 
road widening project has resulted in storm water improvements on this length of 
Marine Drive.  

 
• Quil Ceda Creek 

Most storm water facilities in this area drain (directly or indirectly) into Quil Ceda 
Creek, which in turn empties into the Snohomish River and Puget Sound’s Port 
Gardner Bay along the Reservation’s southern boundary. The Regulated Small 
Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) operated by the Tribe in this area is 
located in the Quil Ceda Creek Nightclub and Casino and liquor store parking lot. 
The outfalls on the west side of the casino parking lot convey storm water, through 



catch basins and an oil-water separator, directly into Quil Ceda Creek. The remaining 
Tribally-operated storm water facilities in this area discharge to County-maintained 
MS4s along Marine Drive. The County owns and operates a storm water pond on 
Marine Drive near 19th Avenue N.E. 
 
A portion of the census Urban Area extends into Quil Ceda Village at the west end of 
88th Street, where there is a roadside swale. The drainage area near 27th Avenue NE is 
tributary to Coho Creek, and farther west along 19th Avenue NE (Rainwater Road), 
the drainage area is tributary to the Sturgeon Creek system. The MS4s along the east 
part of I-5 are operated by the Washington State Department of Transportation 
(WSDOT), Snohomish County, and the City of Marysville. WSDOT has a Phase I 
NPDES program. The segment of I-5 in the Quil Ceda Creek area has eleven outfalls 
into Quil Ceda Creek at various locations along the freeway.
